CSM Marion S. Howell began his military career with service in the U.S. Air Force, 1955- 1958. He entered service in the U.S. Army at Fort Jackson, S.C. as a Special Forces volunteer in February 1963. CSM Howell served with various Special Forces groups in assignments around the world, including Vietnam from 1964 – 1974.
Upon his return from Vietnam he served as First Sergeant of HHC, 125th Signal Battalion. He was then assigned as Chief Signal Non-commissioned Officer for the Joint Chiefs of Staff Special Project (Blue Lightening), 5th Special Forces Group (ABN) in 1979.

He was chosen to attend the Command Sergeants Major Academy, Fort Bliss, Texas in 1980. This was followed by several assignments at Fort Gordon, Georgia, including Operations Sergeant Major, Training Analysis Division and Command Sergeant Major, 2nd Signal Training Brigade. CSM Howell served as Command Sergeant Major of 22nd Corps Signal Brigade, V Corps in Germany from 1983 to 1985.
