ECOM: The Eyes, Ears, and Voice of the Fighting Man

ECOM: The Eyes, Ears, and Voice of the Fighting Man (c.1960s) tells the story of the U.S. Army Electronics Command (ECOM), organized at Fort Monmouth on 1 August 1962. As of this date, Fort Monmouth was no longer a Signal Corps installation, but an installation of the Army Materiel Command (AMC) and its newly-organized subordinate component, ECOM. 
ECOM, a predecessor to the Communications Electronics Materiel Readiness Command (CERCOM), the Com​munications Research and Development Command (CORADCOM), and, eventually, the Communications-Electronics Command (CECOM), assumed responsibility for oversight of the Army organizations charged with the development, procurement, and support of Army signal materiel.  These organizations included, most notably, the Signal Corps Laboratories and the Signal Materiel Support Agency at Fort Monmouth and the Signal Supply Agency in Philadelphia. Specifically, the new command was responsible for research, design, development, product and maintenance engineering, industrial mobilization planning, new equipment training, wholesale inventory management, supply control, and technical assistance to users for Army commodities involving communications, electronic warfare, combat surveillance, automatic data processing, radar, and meteorological materiel.  The new organization had a personnel strength of nearly 14,000, with about sixty percent located at Fort Monmouth.
