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Fort Monmouth’s 90th Anniversary:

Defense Communications in Thailand
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Defense Communications in Thailand demonstrates how the U.S. DoD lent American scientific know-how to Southeast Asian nations through Project SEACORE (SouthEast Asia COmmunications REsearch). 
SEACORE sought to improve defense communications by radio research. Reliable communications would bring intelligence about the movement of enemy forces to field commanders when needed, would allow decisions to reach commanders when needed, and would allow detached units to call for reinforcements when needed. U.S. Army Electronics Command (ECOM) scientists, headquartered at Fort Monmouth, participated in Project SEACORE under the auspices of the Advanced Research Projects Agency.

DoD officials believed that results in Thailand could be applied to the whole region. Therefore, they expected the success of SEACORE in Thailand to strengthen all of the U.S.’ SEA allies in the Vietnam War. While the mountains and jungles of SEA divided and isolated the forces defending the region, communications improved by SEACORE research would be capable of penetrating such barriers. This film concludes that reliable, secure communications would also reach from mind to mind and from nation to nation, contributing to a more stable, hopeful future for SEA.
